Race registration: 
Registration will be at Franconia Ski Club’s training headquarters, Ernie’s Haus for the event. 
Cost is $75.00 for the event and includes a registration packet and T Shirt. Racers will register for 
both days on Saturday morning. Racers will be issued a two day ticket and their bib at that time. 
Racers will use the same bib for both days. Racers are responsible for their own bibs for both 
days. Replacement of lost tickets/bibs will be the responsibility of the racer. There will be a BBQ 
lunch available for racers on Saturday. Tickets for the BBQ are only $7.00 and may be purchased 
at registration.  
 
Important! Racers, families and coaches must use Ernie’s Haus as their starting point and base 
for both days of the competition. Both the SL and GS venues can be reached via chairlift from 
Ernie’s. Discounted parent tickets may be purchased at registration for both days of the event. 
Parent tickets are $45.00/day, cash or check only. Walking to the GS finish is possible but 
discouraged. It is much easier to ski to the GS finish! 
 
Saturday evening activities: 
Saturday evening there will be a torchlight parade and fireworks at the Peabody Base area! The 
torchlight parade starts at 6:15pm and the fireworks will follow immediately after the parade. 
There will be après entertainment in the Peabody Pub leading up to the evening activities. All 
racers, parents and coaches are welcome to join in the fun.
